In this way the writers explained Israel and JudahQrespective defeats by foreign

‘powers as acts of divine justice that had been foretold. In todayQtext, we can hear the prlestsQ:oncern that the

rituals associated with the code of holiness could no longer be performed. This is reflected in the report of the
fiery destruction of the Temple and its vessels and the interpretation of the seventy years of exile as a Sabbath
rest for the land. But suddenly the divine sun shines through the storm clouds of the exile when Cyrus proclaims
the release of the captives; the people are freed to return to their land, to rebuild their temple, and to restore
their spiritual fortunes. For the haggard exiles, the decree was an unimaginable grace, lavish and unexpected, an
unparalleled act of Divine Mercy.

Imagining the beneficence of a new king and the state of the returning exiles gives us a perspective on the
cornucopia of theological language of Ephesians. The Good News is the proclamation of favor issued by a
powerful ruler and generous patron, ¢rich in mercyé O wibh imin@asurable riches of grace€ 0 thaYare0
continually dispensed to the subjects.
